Your ORCID iD is a unique number 

which identifi es you as a researcher. 
ORCID is an international, 

interdisciplinary, open, non-proprietary, 
and not-for-profi t organization.
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You’re in control
Register for your ORCID iD today, and 

stand out in the sea of researchers. You 
control when and where you use your 

iD. You manage connections to your iD, 
including deciding who gets to add what 
information, and whether and by whom 
this data may be viewed and accessed.

ORCID is portable 
and enduring

Your iD is yours throughout your 
career, no matter where you work, 
who funds you, whether your name 

or fi eld of research changes, or if 
your name appears in diff erent 
forms in diff erent places, e.g.
